3P0X1 - Security Forces Specialist
Job: The safety and security of the people, property, and 
resources of the Air Force is the sole mission of Security 
Forces. A Security Forces Specialist ensures the safety of all 
base weapons, property and personnel from hostile forces, 
conducts investigations into any on-base incidents, appre-
hends and detains suspects, secures crime scenes, and testifies 
in judicial proceedings. They are also involved in team patrol 
movements, tactical drills, battle procedures, and military 
operations other than war.

Training: Security Forces Specialists receive the 
highest quality law enforcement training available, 
which can prepare them for a successful career in 
civilian law enforcement. Training is 7.5 weeks of 
basic training, an “Airmen week” followed by 65 
days of technical training for the AFSC.
